As well, in the case of total or partial alienation or concession of a business, the new
employer is bound by the accreditation and the Collective Agreement concluded with the previous employer, as
if the previous employer were named.

Nobody, not your present Union, nor your employer or one of their representatives can threaten or intimidate
you in order to stop you from becoming a member of the L. A.M.A.W. If this happens, contact us as soon as
possible and we will do what is necessary to have your rights respected.
